· Holly Way made arrangements for us to visit Project Literacy. We learned about the services Project Literacy provides. These services are free and they help people with everything from Math to studying for the written CDL test for truck drivers. 

· Larissa arranged for us to visit the Roseburg Dream Center. We toured the facility and learned about the services provided by the Roseburg Dream Center. Some of those services include free clothing in good condition to furniture, when available. These services are free.

· Zae Smith drove us back to the UCAN Head Start office on Umpqua Street in Roseburg where we resumed our meeting.

· Applications for rental & other assistance were handed out to individual FSE’s. This service is being offered to families of returning children only. These families will be told they will then be put into a pool. Five families will be selected for assistance. These applications need to be filled out by the selected families and returned to Kathy as soon as possible. FSE’S will provide assistance to the families that need help completing these applications. 

· We will meet one more time as a group before the end of the year.

· PIR should be started the last week of school. If FSE’s have already started their PIR’s they don’t need to go back and redo them. 
· Debbie needs copies of updated CIS forms.

· We are to go through all files to see if health insurance has changed throughout the year.

· Get clarification from Maureen about medical PIR reports. Do we need a form to write this information on? What exactly should we check?

· College Classes. FSE’s will be required to get a degree. Head Start will pay for classes as a last resort. We are not being asked to get student loans. Employees receiving financial assistance from Head Start will sign a letter of agreement to continue employment with UCAN for 3 years after getting our degree.  We need to fill out a FAFSA and get a Letter of Denial to give to Kathy, before HS will pay for classes. Steve Cable is the contact person at UCC for a Human Services degree. 

· Goals. Next program year, our first goal will be to get DE and WCE completed. We will be stressing the importance of a medical and dental home.  Goal should not be to get a refusal for DE and WCE.

· Tentatively, classes will start the week after Labor for HS students.

· Discussed enrollment options for the next school year.

· Discussed attendance plan and changes. 

· Discussed a desire from FSE’s for our own curriculum. Some of the things we would like would be an updated personal safety video & safe health practices. We would also like the video to be on Cd’s so we could use our laptop computers to show the video to parents. We will probably need DVD’s to be shown to the children.
