#2. After you have called and registered to participate in one of the classes contact your Family Services Educator to confirm your commitment to attending classes and verify that the program has available funds to provide reimbursements while you attend classes. 
#3.At the end of each week you attend classes fill out the top portion of the Parent Reimbursement form, sign, and submit the completed form to your Family Services Educator. (It can take up to two weeks to receive a reimbursement check once it has been processed.) {UCAN Head Start reserves the right to not reimburse if Reimbursement Records are not turned in on a timely manner.}
#4. When you are ready for GED testing, notify your Family Service Educator and see if funds are available. If funds are available we will notify the college that you will be coming in to take your GED test. Signup at the college to take your GED test and tell them you are a UCAN Head Start Parent and that UCAN Head Start is paying for the testing. 
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
