A student in your child's classroom has been diagnosed with IMPETIGO, a disease that is contagious.  Please read the information below and watch your child for any signs or symptoms of this illness.  Thank you for helping to decrease the spread of illness in our classrooms. 
Please notify your center if your child is home ill.
Impetigo - Bacterial (staph or strep) infection
Signs and Symptoms of Illness
Honey-crusted sores around mouth, nose, neck, arms, legs or chest.

How Disease is Spread
By direct contact with sores or indirect contact with contaminated objects and surfaces.
When Illness Occurs After Being Exposed
Any where from one to ten days.

How Long Can Disease Be Spread
Until sores are completely healed or after child has been treated with antibiotics for a minimum of 24 hours.

Prevention
Good handwashing, covering open sores with bandages when feasible.

Exclusion From School

Minimum of 24 hours after antibiotic treatment is started to allow it enough time to get rid of the bacteria.

REMEMBER:   Please don't bring your children to school with a fever.
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
