Signs and Symptoms of Illness
· High fever and cold symptoms.  As the fever goes away, the rash appears for 1-3 days.

How Disease is Spread
· By contact with nose and throat discharge.

When Illness Occurs After Being Exposed
· Estimated to be 5 - 15 days.

How Long Can Disease Be Spread
· Unknown

Prevention
· Unknown. Outbreaks of several cases at once are uncommon.

Exclusion From School

· Until able to participate in normal activities.

REMEMBER:   Please don't bring your children to school with a fever.
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
