Conjunctivitis



(pinkeye)

Signs and Symptoms of Illness
•



Red, irritated, watery eyes, possibly with swollen lids and/or a yellow or green discharge
that makes eyelashes sticky. One or both eyes may be affected.
How Disease is Spread
•



Through contact with eye discharge.
When Illness Occurs After Being Exposed
•



24 - 72 hours
How Long Can Disease Be Spread
•



During active infection
Prevention
•



Avoid touching the eyes and use good handwashing practices.
Exclusion From School
•



Most conjunctivitis is viral, for which there is no treatment. Your child may return to

school once the eye redness is subsiding.

•




If there is yellow or green discharge, call your child's physician. If antibiotics are

started, the child may return to school after 48 hours of treatment, so long as

discharge is subsiding. If discharge has not subsided after 48 hours of treatment,

call your child's physician.

REMEMBER:



Please don't bring your children to school with a fever (greater than 100.4º).
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
