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REPORT FORM

In compliance with OAR 581-53-002, an emergency evacuation
drill will be conducted within the first six weeks of the start of
school and monthly the rest of the year. Drills will be held on the
school grounds and away from traffic. It is the responsibility of each
center and bus driver to keep a record of each emergency drill, and
return them to the Main Office with the EOM paperwork.

A minimum of two school bus evacuation drills are required by the
state of Oregon, to be conducted per class by the bus driver each

year. UCAN Head Start will require one evacuation drill to be
conducted each month. By law, only the driver and the children on

his/her bus can participate in the evacuation drill. .
