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POLICY

UCAN Head Start will provide appropriate training and information to meet parent, staff and volunteer needs.

PROCEDURE
· Management staff will arrange parent and staff training during the year to include mental, physical, social, and emotional growth and development and bus safety.

· Developmental Specialist (DS) will arrange training for staff and parents on how to assist children with severe disabilities (i.e.: eating, transferring, and use of special equipment) when necessary.  This training will be provided by personnel from the Early Childhood Special Education Program.

· DS will arrange for training for staff who are serving children with disabilities, but do not meet state standards.  They will get training in accordance with the specific needs of the child and will receive guidance and assistance from Early Childhood Special Education personnel. 

· Parents of children with disabilities receive information on how to foster the development of their child, through their teaching staff.

· All teaching staff is provided training in completion of paperwork for Early Intervention (EI) referral from the DS.

· DS offers training to EI/Early Childhood Special Education Staff around Head Start program, Head Start procedures, and our 45 day requirements.

· Teaching staff and/or DS provides parents with information about child development and different handicapping conditions in order to prevent disabilities among younger siblings.

· Teaching staff and/or DS will provide parents with information about how to access resources and advocate for their child with special needs.

· DS will include a list of web sites and information on different disabilities in the parent newsletter.
· DS will respond to “Health Related Support Requests” that include areas of expertise.
