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POLICY

Planned and organized curricula consistent with the Head Start Program Performance Standards and approved by the Policy Council are implemented to support children’s individual development and education in the eight domains of the Head Start Child Outcomes Framework.  The approved curriculum also provides integrated educational activities for health, nutrition, and mental health services as stated in the performance standard 1304.21 (c)(1)(iii).

PROCEDURE
Classroom Teaching Teams prepare a monthly calendar to send home to parents. Calendars should show an activity each day that children are doing so that when they go home parents can ask a specific question about what the child did at school. Parent meetings, program events & closures and a literacy activity that parents can do with their child are also shown on the calendar. The current month’s calendar is posted in the classroom and then moved to the lesson plan book when the month is over. 
Teachers prepare a lesson plan weekly in TS GOLD that correlates with the calendar sent home to families. Lesson plans need to be well balanced, cover all domains and show children’s goals for individualization as well as the classroom outcomes being worked on. Lesson plans are kept in a notebook for parents to view. 

In classrooms with Spanish speaking families both calendars and lesson plans are translated prior to implementation.
