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POLICY

Classroom staff will provide education services that are individualized to meet each child’s unique characteristics, strengths, interests, temperaments, languages, cultural background and learning styles as determined in partnership with the family.  

PROCEDURE
1. Individualization is based on ongoing child assessment in all domains of learning, Individual Family Service Plan, behavior support plan and input from parents at family partnership meetings.

2. Individualization includes any special accommodations or adaptations of activities or the environment for children with disabilities or other limitations in order to ensure participation of all children.  

3. Classroom staff plans and implements individualized activities for each child weekly with the designated domains.

4. Child observations are entered into Web based Assessment System.
5. A variety of activities will be planned for every child to develop interest in learning.
