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POLICY

Head Start assists families in identifying their individual family goals and provides them a list of available resources and services upon request.

PROCEDURE
· Families identify and choose their individual family goals.  Examples of goals are improving parent education, advocacy and knowledge of child’s IFSP, updating child’s health exams and immunizations, and obtaining improved housing.
· The Family Service Educator assists the parents in identifying the responsibilities, steps, and timetables for progressing and achieving the family’s identified goal which is documented in the program database.
· Resources and services that are inclusive of and available to all families regardless of race, color, national origin, sex, gender, disability, age, religion, language, ethnicity, family composition, and culture are referred to parents from the following approved list:
