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POLICY

The goal of UCAN Head Start literacy program is to provide the opportunity for parents to pursue continuing education in the areas of GED completion and English as a second language (ESL) classes.  We will support parents in these endeavors by helping to remove barriers that normally would prevent them from pursuing these courses.  If available in the budget, funds will be provided.

PROCEDURE
· Staff will encourage parents to continue their education and increase their literacy skills.

· If the parents choose to obtain a General Education Diploma (GED), staff will assist them in developing a Family Partnership Agreement using the following GED criteria:
Specific GED program and location

Roseburg - Woolley Center, Workforce Training Center, Umpqua Training & Employment, and Confidence Clinic

Glide - Glide High School

Drain - North Douglas High School

Myrtle Creek - Room 23, S. Umpqua High School

Glendale – Glendale High School

Riddle – Riddle Education Center

Canyonville – Methodist Church
Class hours and child care needs 

Transportation concerns and mileage involved

Family involvement with other agencies that assist with GED

Pretest results and estimated completion time

Tutoring and other assistance needed 

· Staff submits a request for program approval to fund GED testing to the Family Service Manager (FSM).  

· Upon program approval and availability of funds, the program will pay for the parent’s GED test fees which are submitted to the FSM on the Parent Reimbursement form.
