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POLICY

UCAN Head Start will provide an open house for families at all sites in order to orient parents to the program, Head Start philosophy and their child’s classroom environment.
PROCEDURE
Family Service Educators schedule open house during the fall.  For sites that reside in a school setting, the open house for Head Start will coincide with the school’s open house when possible. 

Open house includes the following:

· Welcome and encourage parents to become involved in their child’s learning experiences for school readiness.  

· Provide displays in the classroom about the curricula, Positive Behavior Intervention Support, and I am Moving, I am Learning.
· Provide a social time and food for parents to get acquainted.

· Provide a parent/child activity to encourage involvement in child’s play.
