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POLICY

In order to prevent the transmission of diseases that spread through contact with blood and certain other body fluids, staff members will use blood/body fluid clean up kits to clean blood and blood contaminated fluid spills within the center and on field trips.

Each blood/body fluid clean up kit contains the following items:

Disposable Non Latex Gloves

Disposable Cardboard Scoop

Disposable Gown

Face Shield

2 large Super Absorbent Towels

Hard Surface Wipe

Deodorizing Powdered Absorbent

Antiseptic Hand Cleaner

Red Bio Hazard Trash Bag

PROCEDURE
· The staff member shall put on non-latex disposable gloves.

· Visible material should first be removed for the environmental surface with Absorbent towels found in kit. Use the disposable cardboard scoop if necessary.

· The surface should be first cleaned with soap and water. Use the hard surface wipe found in kit to clean floors, counters, etc. Sanitize with a sanitizing solution made with 1 part chlorine bleach to 10 parts water (made daily). Porous surfaces such as fabric and carpet or outdoor surfaces use powder absorbent. 

· Disposable items; gloves, paper towels, bandages, etc. that are potentially contaminated with blood or other body fluids to which universal precautions apply, will be placed in the Red Bio Hazard Sealable Trash bag. Give Bio Bag to Emergency Services for disposal

· Clothing or linen items that are contaminated with blood or other body fluids will be stored in a plastic bag and given to the owner for laundering.

· The staff member will wash his/her hands after completing sanitation procedures and glove removal according to the agency Hand washing Policy.
