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POLICY

All diapering for children participating in Head Start programs will be carried out in a sanitary, safe manner to prevent the spread of germs and diseases that can occur during the diaper changing process, and maintains the integrity of the diapered child’s skin.

PROCEDURE
· The child is changed standing up if at all possible.
· A changing mat will be provided that is washable, if child is more comfortable lying down to be changed. The mat will not be used for any other purpose.

· The child will be changed in an area that is private and as close to water as possible.

· Wear non latex gloves when changing diapers/pull ups or helping children change soiled clothing.

· Dispose of diaper/pull up in a small plastic bag.

· Put soiled clothing in another plastic bag, secure tightly, then place inside of a paper bag, secure for safety and send home with the child.

· Clean and disinfect surfaces used with a solution of ¼ cup of bleach to 1 gallon of water. This solution must be made fresh daily.

· Dispose of non-latex gloves and any other contaminated materials in plastic bag with diaper, secure tightly and put bag in outside garbage can.

· Wash hands according to Head Start hand washing policy.

· Be sure child washes hands also.

This policy complies with Head Start Performance Standard 45 CFR Section 1304.22(e)(4)(5)(6)pages 95-96§ 1304.22 Child health and safety.
