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POLICY

The UCAN Head Start program will provide each Head Start center with first-aid supplies to assure compliance with OSHA guidelines and Head Start Performance Standard 45 CFR 1304.22 & 1304.23 (f) (1)& (2). First aid kits shall be maintained and readily available for use.

PROCEDURE
· Classroom staff should regularly assess first-aid kits for contents and order supplies as needed. The standard consumables inventory form-health supplies should be submitted to that particular persons’ supervisor to process requested supplies.

· The Health Services Specialist and Health Services Assistant will review first aid kits upon distribution at the beginning of each class year.

· The supplies for each first-aid kit shall be stored in a closed container which is clearly labeled as first-aid supplies and stored in a place that is accessible to child care staff at all times but out of the reach of children.

· The on-site first-aid kits shall contained the following supplies, at minimum:
· non latex disposable gloves

· reusable hot and cold pack

· 5x9 inch ABD Pad

· 4x4 inch gauze pad

· Eye pads

· 2x2 inch gauze pad

· Scissors

· 1 ½ inch gauze

· 2 inch gauze

· Butterfly band-aid

· Petite band-aid

· Fingertip band-aid

· Knuckle band-aid

· Big scrape band-aid

· Regular band-aid

· Roll of medical tape

· Tweezers

· CPR Shield

· ACE bandage

· If kit contains: burn cream, bee sting swabs or other over the counter medicine, it may NOT be used on children without written approval from Primary Care Physician.

·  Health Services should be notified immediately after using first aid kit so that it may be restocked /resealed
