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POLICY

All Head Start children will receive a vision screening within the first 45 days of the child’s first day of school.

Procedure

PROCEDURE
· Teachers and Family Services Educators (FSE) have primary responsibility for assuring that the vision screening is completed within the 45 day time period.

· FSE are responsible at enrollment for explanation of sharing of information with Casey Eye Institute and completion of the release of information for data collection that is attached to the vision screening form. After the screening is completed (Pass, Refer, or Re-screen) document results in current data system.

· Re-screens are to be done when child is more comfortable in their classroom setting the initial screening on a new form. This does not require a second parent/guardian signature. Staple original screening with re screen and turn in to Health Services Specialist (HSS).

· Refers are to be discussed with Parent and assistance in the referral process will be done by the FSE. The Physicians name will be placed on the form before it is sent to OHSU.

· A copy of all vision screenings with parental permission (on the form) will be sent to the Oregon Health and Science University (OHSU) Casey Eye Institute for statewide data collection by HSS.
· All foster children will be marked clearly “Foster Child” at the top of each form.  After the screening place back in the child’s paper file. No information will be shared with OHSU. Document screening results in Current data system and refer if necessary for further evaluation if child does not pass the screening.
