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POLICY

Firearms or any other lethal weapons of any description are absolutely prohibited in any and all UCAN Head Start facilities. This includes facilities UCAN Head Start might temporarily or occasionally use, lease, or rent. Although families are of course encouraged to follow safe practices, this policy does not apply to residences of enrolled families.

PROCEDURE
Under no circumstances are children enrolled in UCAN Head Start to be transported for program purposes in any vehicle which contains firearms or any other lethal weapons (except when the vehicle is owned and operated by the enrolled child’s parents).

Children enrolled in UCAN Head Start shall never, under circumstances, be transported for program purposes to any facility or location where firearms or other lethal weapons are kept or stored (exception would be a controlled environment, such as the police station, for field trips).

UCAN Head Start personnel are required to immediately report any and all violations or apparent violations of this policy to UCAN Head Start management staff. Any UCAN Head Start personnel who violate this policy will be subject to immediate adverse personnel action, including dismissal.

Parents need to be reminded that children should not bring knives, sharp objects to the classroom.
