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POLICY

UCAN Head Start will provide appropriate training and information to meet parent, staff and volunteer needs. Training can be on a variety of information, during home visits, parent meetings, staff meetings or in the community.

PROCEDURE
1. Training is provided for staff and/or parents on:

a. understanding normal and abnormal social/emotional development

b. mental health issues as requested
2. Training is scheduled at least yearly and documented on training agenda.
3. Community agency personnel are invited to speak to staff and or parents.  This is documented on parent meeting minutes as needed.  

a. At Family Partnership Meetings and Parent Meeting trainings, staff will discuss:

b. Child development

c. Positive guidance techniques (Positive Behavior Interventions and Supports)

d. Building self-esteem

e. Appropriate responses to behaviors
