UCAN Head Start Buses used to transport children will be equipped with emergency safety equipment. 

PROCEDURE
1. Buses will be equipped with the following: 

· Seat belts and child restraint systems

1. These will be height and weight appropriate.

· Cell phones  

· Fire extinguisher (Monthly)

· First aid kit (Quarterly)

· Compact kit with limited first aid items carried by BCA  

· Body fluid kit (Quarterly)

· Seat belt cutter

2. All safety equipment will be inspected annually and will have a sign indicating its location..

This policy complies with Head Start Performance Standard 1310 and 1310.11
