· Requirement for escorting their child to and from the bus

· Emergency evacuation procedures

· The Transportation Services Manager, Bus Driver, Bus Classroom Aide will provide the following information at registration:

· Pedestrian safety PowerPoint

· Here comes the HS bus handout

· Explanation of the Here comes the HS bus

·  Head Start/Contractor Bus Driver/ BCA will do Bus evacuation drills:

· Bus driver shall do the first Bus Evacuation within the first thirty (30) days of enrollment and once monthly thereafter.  
· UCAN HS will provide monthly newsletters that will contain:

· Pedestrian safety tips

· Bus safety tips

· Loading unloading procedures

· Etc.
